Submission instructions: 

Proposals should be 10-15 pages, according to MS Word processing standards. 

Proposals shall be submitted in English or French. The abstract must not exceed 250 words 

and 3-5 keywords. Proposals in French should include (in the beginning) the title, abstract, 

keywords, and institutional affiliation of the author(s) in English. 

The evaluation of the articles, submitted for review to two independent reviewers, in the blind 

Peer-Review system, will consider essential aspects such as: the research perspective; novelty of the 

issue addressed and theoretical framework; research design; research methodology; results obtained; 

relevance of the discussions and interpretations; consistency of the conclusions; relevance and 

timeliness of the bibliography. 

An author can contribute a maximum of two papers. We only accept a maximum of 3 authors 

per paper. In this case, please indicate the corresponding author in the paper. The ORCID should be 

associated with their respective author. 

Contributions must comply with the following settings: top: 2 cm, bottom: 2 cm, left: 2 cm, Right: 

2 cm, header: 2 cm, footer: 0 cm, B5 page format (17 cm x 24 cm), Times New Roman font, 11-dot 

character Size, 1-row spacing (see template in Appendix). Citation of bibliographic or webographic 

sources must comply with the APA (American Psychological Association) System, seventh edition.
